3. �If you have taken additional courses at your previous institution or attended another college since you last applied for 
admission, you must request that your institution’s registrar send an official transcript to the Office of Undergraduate 
Admissions.

4. �Early registration occurs two months before the beginning of each term. To receive early registration information, you 
should apply six months before the beginning of a term.

5. �If you are a transfer student, your transcripts will be forwarded to the Office of Transfer Credit Evaluation after 
your admission to the university. You will be able to access your evaluation through your Pipeline account once it 
is complete. At that point, you should see an academic adviser for guidance on course selection. To schedule an 
appointment with an adviser, please call (313) 577-2680.
